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Article form:

- a normed page: 30 lines, 60 keystrokes – 1800 keystrokes, line spacing 2 

- do not use any automatic format, do not manually hyphenate words, place any numbered footnotes to the bottom (foot) of the page.

- give your name, workplace, home address, telephone number, fax, e-mail

- the text should not be longer than 5 – 8 normed pages

- make a resume: 15 – 20 lines
- bibliography should be in alphabetical order at the end of the article. Examples of data specification in the bibliography:
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TICHÝ, P. (1986): Constructions. Philosophy of Science 53, 514-534. 

- they should be numbered as follows:

[1] CARNAP, R. (1960): Meaning and Necessity. The University of Chicago Press,
     Chicago.
